Societies Spending Policy

The Union believes: 

Societies are important Student Groups which engage with students and further member’s education. All Newman Students’ Union (NSU) affiliated societies must spend any funds on the furthering of the education of its members only, in line with the NSU objects.

The Union further believes:
· Funds raised under the name of a society and items purchased from the society’s funds can only be spent towards projects for the benefit of its membership and can not be transferred to another group or to a single person.
· Some items cannot be bought from a society’s funds; these include but are not limited to NSU Activity Cards.
The Union Resolves:

· The Societies Officer is to make all society committee members aware of the correct ways that the budget can be spent and that it is for the educational benefit of the membership only; the purchase of Activity Cards is deemed not to benefit the membership.
· All society purchases are bound by the NSU Refunds Policy available from the NSU office.
· That while all members of a Society must carry on them an Activity Card, the money used to purchase Activity Cards must not come from a society’s budget. The society’s budget includes money raised from previous events, or obtained from the overall Society Budget from the Societies Officer.
· If a prospective member is deemed unable to fund the purchase of their own Activity Card money can only be raised separately from the society’s budget. Excess money raised can not go into the society’s budget or be used to benefit the society.
